% The consumer price index(CPl) is designed to measure the changes in prices of commodities and services which are
purshased by all consumer households in urban areas(36 cities), excluding farmer and fisherman households and one-
person households. The base year is 2005(2005=100). The index items are 516 items. The weight of index items are derived
from average expenditure of households for the base year 2005 obtained from the Family Income and Expenditure Survey.
The price data are collected monthly for most goods and services, quarterly for school fees and three times a month for
agricultural and marine products in 36 cities. The index is computed by the Laspeyres Formula.
